What is U. S. Figure Skating?

U. S. Figure Skating serves as the national governing body of figure skating on ice, as recognized by the United States of Olympic Committee (USOC).  It serves as the United States member of the International Skating Union (ISU).

The objectives of U. S. Figure Skating are:

· To encourage participation in the sport of figure skating and all its disciplines.

· To define and maintain uniform standards of skating proficiency.

· To pass upon and determine the eligibility of any figure skater in the United States.

· To educate and inform the public through the use of all media.

U.S. Figure Skating is charged with the following:

· Conducting and sanctioning competitions and exhibitions.

· Recruiting and educating figure skating officials and judges.

· Establishing the rules and guidelines by which the sport is governed.

· Developing competitive figure skating at all levels.

· Preparing athletes and teams to represent the United States at International competitions, including the World Championships and Winter Olympic Games.

As you might infer from above, the international ties and USOC responsibilities and obligations of U.S. Figure Skating lead to an organizational structure that is, shall we say, “more formal”.  A look into a Sectional or Regional competition will reveal many highly dedicated, motivated and talented skaters working their way up the competitive structure.  This is the ONLY route to National Championships, Worlds, and the Olympics.  At the core of U. S. Figure Skating is the machine that operates these competitions to select America’s very best competitors.  Feeding the machine is the “heart” of U. S. Figure Skating, Member Clubs, like the Florida SunCoast Figure Skating Club.
The Member Clubs share the same objective as U. S. Figure Skating as a whole.  Clubs, however, operate on a smaller scale and tend to be more “personal”.  The Clubs have the flexibility to operate in a manner that best serves the needs of their members.  As such, the Club is an organization operating under U. S. Figure Skating rules for the benefit of its members.  The Club also has some unique responsibilities in U. S. Figure Skating, including the responsibility to organize, staff and conduct U. S. Figure Skating Test Sessions.  Some of the “Benefits of Club Membership” are listed on the following page.
