Ice Etiquette and Rules

Ice Etiquette:  Etiquette & rules must be everyone’s concern.  Behaviors of skaters shall be polite with mannerisms conducive to elite training.  Please be polite to all level skaters and a good example.
1. No abusive language or kicking of the ice.

2. If you fall, get up immediately, being observant of all other skaters.

3. Do not stand around on the ice.

4. Avoid all corners as high level skates use them to do advanced jumps.

5. Do not interrupt a skater or an instructor while a lesson is being given.

6. Leave the ice to carry on conversations.

7. Skaters and instructors must be aware of each other on the ice to avoid collisions.
8. Smile.  You’re on camera.
Rules:
Individuals may skate during the Freestyle FSCFSC session @ the reduced club rate if:

1. They are a current member of our Club (FSCFSC) in good standing

2. They are a member of United States Figure Skating

For skaters who do not meet these requirements, but are interested in joining FSCFSC, may submit a completed application to the Membership Chair for processing.

Registered club skaters qualify to skate the Freestyle session(s) deemed “Club Ice” at the reduced rate, MUST sign in with the front desk of Clearwater Ice Arena, pay appropriate fees, PRIOR to taking the ice.  The sign-in log utilized by CIA management contains a current roster for FSCFSC skaters.  
Music:
As a guideline, Priority is given to playing of CD’s and tapes as noted below:

1. Skaters skating a program during a lesson; First come, first served.  Played once during a 15 minute lesson.

2. Skaters practicing for a test or a competition; First come, first served.

3. Skaters skating the session; First come, first served.

*The Freestyle session for “Club Ice” is a shared session.  FSCFSC participants do not supersede non FSCFSC participants.  Please be courteous and respectful.

Prior to music being played, the skater will don an ORANGE sash/vest around his/her waist for visibility to ensure the safety for all skaters.  An ice monitor, when available, will announce whose music is up and who is on deck.  If you are playing your own CD/tape, place in order.  Do not change the order of music without permission unless withdrawing your turn.  
Parents/Chaperones Role:
1. Encourage your skater to follow the rules and the instructor’s advice.

2. Set a good example!  No abusive language or behavior.  Do not talk negatively about skaters, parents, or instructors.

3. Do not give instructions on the ice.  Conversations from the side of the rink must be minimized.

4. For safety measure:  Do not block entrance door to ice surface.
